First reason

W ASSERTION #1
B Evidence from primary or secondary sources
 Discussion of how the evidence demonsirates your thesis

Second reason

W ASSERTION #2
B Evidence from primary or secondary sources
M Discussion of how the evidence demonstrates your thesis

Third reason
W ASSERTION #3
W Evidence from primary or secondary sources.
W Discussion of how the evidence demonstrates your thesis

Conclusion
Address counterarguments
W Connect your ‘reason” sections together
W Restate your thesis s having been demonstrated

* Five dictatorships, four consulships between 49 and 44

* Reforms:
« Del

+ Increased number of magistrates and priests

+ Campaigns in the Aegean, Egypt, Anatolia, Africa, Spain

* Seldom in Rome until the last 5 months

Rome under Caesar’s lieutenants

The final five months in Rome

* Incident at the temple of Venus
